The scholarship committee of the Skippack Lions Club will review candidate applications and make 
recommendations to its general membership.  General character qualities, school records and responses to 
questions in the application will be considered in the final selection. 
 

DURATION AND SCOPE 
Scholarships consist of a one-time payment of $1,000 to be awarded at the end of the school year. The 
scholarship committee reserves the right to distribute scholarship funds in variable amounts not to exceed 
$1,000 to a single recipient.  Deadline for application is May 1st.  Payment will be made directly to the 
recipient’s school of choice.
